History of the Zanesville Memorial Concert Band

ands have flourished in Zanesville since 1820 when Charles Hill

organized the first string and reed band, an ensemble of nine

musicians that included strings, woodwinds, and percussion.
Early records are somewhat ambiguous, but the first band, as we would
define it today, formed in Zanesville is the Atwood Band between 1845
and 1847. Wheniits leader, A.D. Atwood left Zanesville to resume travels
with circus bands, the band took the name of its new leader, John Bauer.
When John Bauer died in 1912, his band was taken over by the
American Rolling Mill Company and renamed the Armco Band and
continued to flourish for about the next ten years. Another active band
during this time was the 7" Regiment Band, which was attached to the
7" Ohio Volunteer Infantry, Spanish-American War. Records indicate
that the 7" Regiment Band became the new Memorial Band in 1923,
and when the Armco Band dissolved, many of its musicians joined the
newly named Memorial Band. This new Memorial Band was formed to
play summer concerts in Zanesville funded by the bequests of Eaton S.
Drone and John Hoge, two strong supporters of musical activities in the
early 1900s. The Eaton S. Drone and John Hoge funds are still active in
our community today.

The early concerts of the Memorial Band took place twice weekly—one
in Mclntire Park and one in Putnam Hill Park. Over the last 100 years, the
Memorial Band has performed hundreds, if not thousands, of free
concerts to the citizens of Zanesville, at various parks and other
locations throughout the city, including the Helen Purcell Home, the
Muskingum County Home, the Muskingum County Fairgrounds,
Memorial Hall, the Zane Trace Commemoration, and the banks of the
Muskingum River. The current home of the Memorial Band is Zane's
Landing Park, where it has performed concerts since the mid-1980s.

The Memorial Band celebrated its centennial season in 2023 with a
commission of new work to celebrate the occasion. Eternal Flame,
composed by Brian Balmages, is named after the eternal flamein Zane's
Landing Park, the only eternal flame in the United States dedicated to
Medal of Honor recipients. The Memorial Band premiered Eternal
FlameonlJune 25, 2023.

MEET OUR ARTISTIC DIRECTOR
Dr. David A. Turrill

r. David A. Turrill has served as the Artistic Director of the

Zanesville Memorial Concert Band since 2019. He is currently

Associate Professor of Music and Director of Bands at Muskingum
University and also serves as Faculty Coordinator of the First Year
Experience. He teaches courses in music education, conducting, music
theory, and applied trumpet, in addition to supervising student teachers.

A native of Marietta, Ohio, he earned a Bachelor of Music in music
education from Ohio University; a Master of Music in conducting and
trumpet performance from Ohio University; and a Doctor of Musical Arts
in trumpet performance, with a cognate in wind conducting, from
Michigan State University. Prior to joining the faculty at Muskingum, Dr.
Turrill taught at Spring Arbor University (Ml) and enjoyed twelve years of
public-school teaching in southeast Ohio. Bands under his direction
consistently earned superior ratings at regional and state adjudicated
events. He is passionate about new repertoire for Wind Ensemble and has
been involved in the commissioning of several works by leading
composers, including Brian Balmages, Ryan Nowlin, John Mackey, Jake
Runestad, Donald Grantham, and Giovanni Santos.

Dr. Turrill's professional affiliations include membership in Pi
Kappa Lambda music honor society, College Band Directors National
Association, National Association for Music Education, Ohio Music
Education Association, International Trumpet Guild, Ohio Private College
Instrumental Conductors Association, and Phi Mu Alpha Sinfonia. Dr.
Turrill is active as a band clinician for high schools in the region and has
presented at state professional development conferences in Ohio and
lowa.

Zanesville City Schools where he taught grades 5 through 12. Mr. Ryan
received a Bachelor of Music Degree from Muskingum College in 1975 and a
Master of Music Degree from the University of Akron in 1980. He has also
studied at the University of Virginia, Kent State University, Ohio University,
Andrews University, and Ashland University. He has been an OMEA
adjudicator since 1981 and served as the OMEA District IX treasurer for four
years. More recently, he edited and revised the OMEA required solo lists for
soprano, tenor, and baritone saxophones and for the Eb clarinet.
